The two artists, the Russian Elina Linchevskaya and the Czech Zbynek Maruska, originate
from the same generation of pianists who came through the disciplined and structured
musical education that was traditionally taught and made their countries famous for.

Their studies at the Prague Musical Academy, the Russian Academy of Music and the
Tchaikovsky Conservatory in Moscow, enabled them to develop substantial recital activities
as soloists as well as play with orchestras such as the Prague Symphony Orchestra, Pilsen
Philharmonic Orchestra and other well-known musical ensembles of chamber music such as
the Prague Mozart Quintet.
