This
electro-acoustic ensemble delivers a programme of original

compositions, as well as arrangements of folk music from
Cyprus, Greece and other neighbouring countries. Having
their backgrounds in jazz, the group keeps an open-minded
attitude and experiments with different sonic flavours,
blending the elements of modern western music and world
music. The group approaches the pieces as a vehicle of
improvisation combining effect units with acoustic and
electric instruments, creating an ambient but energetic vibe with powerful atmospherics.
