The picturesque identity of the
village is enhanced by the religious
monuments, which still maintain the
tradittonal local architecture.

Church of Agia Marina

The Patron Saints of the village are Agia
Marina and Agios Arsenios of
Cappadocia.

The central church of the village is
dedicated to Agia Marina, an 18th century
three-atsled timber-roofed basilica.

The current church is an extension of an
older

single-atsled church and it stands out for
the

beautiful wooden carved iconostasis and
the

unique three-atsled roof, supported by
wooden

pillars.

It is celebrated on 17 July.

Church of Agios Arsentos
of Cappadocia

The impressive church of Agios Arsentos
of Cappadocia that dominates the village
s a revival of an early-Christian five-
atsled timber-roofed basilica.

It stands out for the marbled floor, the
colonnades with Corinthian capitals, the
early-Christian despotic throne on, the
Pulptt, and the iconostasis with the
imposing icons.

It is celebrated on 10 November.

Church of Panagia
and Chrysosotiros

During the Venetian period, the church
was

operating both as Orthodox and Catholic.
In uts current form, it ts an 18th century
two-atsled

ttmber-roofed basilica.

Chapel of the Holy Cross

It ts the oldest church of the village,
being a 16th century single-aisled timber-
roofed basilica. The unique frescoes from
1521 AD definitely stand out.

Since 19995, the chapel hosts an
exhibition of all the ecclesiastical relics
of the village.

There is a botanical garden surrounding
the chapel.

It is celebrated on 14 September and 1st
August.
